a. Actively partners with UGA students, faculty, staff and the broader community to advance initiatives in teaching, research, service, student engagement, and campus operations toward a shared vision for our campus. 
b. Student involvement includes running programs such as UGA Swap Shop, Professional Clothing Closet, Trash Trap in water streams, Student Food Pantry and many more.
c. Staff Involvement: Sustainability Leadership Program 
i. Two-semester cohort program with 11 bi-weekly meetings on Thursday mornings in the Fall. The final module will provide participants with the opportunity to plan a sustainability project in the workplace. After the 8 initial modules, monthly cohort meetings will be held during January-June to provide support and mutual learning during sustainability project implementation.
d. Current available programs:
i. Swap Shop in MLC (Room 278) for donated used items to encourage circular economy practices and promote Textile Recycling and Mending Workshops. 
ii. Trash trap in water streams around campus, one located outside of Bolton Dining Commons, emptied regularly by students to reduce plastic pollution on campus. 
iii. UGA Living Lab connects staff, faculty, and students to leverage existing university resources in developing sustainable, data-informed solutions that improve operational effectiveness and efficiency.  
iv. Circularity and Zero Waste encourages programs such as Zero Waste Events, on campus composting, waste separation, and more. TCB is an early adopter in campus composting waste separation.
v. Farm to Campus Markets are student-run partnerships with local farmers that provide accessible, sustainable food and community engagement opportunities to support the health and well-being of the UGA campus. Markets take place most Wednesdays from 12PM-3PM at Tate Plaza.
